 Ballet-to-Go�is�a�ballet�trunk�full�of�real�ballet�artifacts.�Students�can�touch�

ballet�shoes,�see�costumes�and�the�material�used�to�make�a�real�dance�floor.�

Discussions�are�tailored�to�fit�the�age�group�and�needs�of�the�class.��

 Athleticism & Dance�is�designed�to�show�children�that�a�dancer�is�as�

physically�fit�as�any�professional�athlete.�Through�exercises�addressing�strength,�

flexibility,�coordination,�agility,�speed�and�balance,�students�learn�first-hand�

that�ballet�is�tougher�than�it�looks.

 In the Studio�is�a�unique�field�trip�where�students�visit�Milwaukee�ballet’s�

headquarters,�sit�in�the�studio�to�watch�dancers�take�a�class�and�rehearse,�and�

then�visit�the�costume�shop�to�learn�how�costumes�are�made.

 Behind the Seams�is�a�fun,�behind-the-scenes�look�at�one�of�ballet’s�most�

important�elements—the�beautiful�costumes.�Several�different�costumes�are�

brought�in�from�actual�ballet�productions�and�students�learn�about�the�creation,�

maintenance�and�meaning�behind�these�gorgeous�works�of�art.

 Ballet Storytime�brings�ballet�books�to�life�with�a�real�dancer�to�help�tell�

the�stories.�In�addition�to�a�relaxing�half-hour�of�reading�aloud,�dancers�teach�

and�demonstrate�stretching,�positions�and�pointe�work.�
