Its performances invited
audiences to broaden their sense of reality through electrifying and imaginative productions, beginning with
Michael Pink’s Giselle, a powerful exploration of love and forgiveness set in wartime 1940s. Next, The Nutcracker:
Drosselmeyer’s Imaginarium returned for its enchanting third season. Encore offered a mix of classical and
contemporary works, and the Genesis International Choreographic Competition debuted pieces by three up-and-
coming choreographers. The season concluded with Septime Webre’s ALICE (in wonderland), a spectacular
explosion of color, athleticism, dance, and fantasy.
